Comparison of Revenue & 
Expenditures FY’15 and FY’16 
 

 Ms. Young reviewed the comparison of revenue and expenditures for FY’15 and FY’16.  
During April, the House and Senate passed bills which would allow some funding to 
community colleges for base operating and equalization grants, along with MAP for 
students.  Kishwaukee College received $248,000 for our Fall ’15 MAP and it is being 
disbursed to the students on May 6, 2016.  The College received $1,108,570 for the base 
operating and equalization grants. The backlog of payments now totals $2.9 million.

 Ms. Spears, Mr. Johnson and Dr. Borowicz met with local legislators at Lobby Day in 
Springfield. Ms. Spears and Mr. Johnson were selected to meet with Governor Rauner at 
Lobby Day.
